WHAT IS THE TEXAS DRAGON BOAT ASSOCIATION? 

 

Eight teams participated in the first Houston Dragon Boat Festival on Buffalo Bayou in downtown Houston 

in 2001.  Held each May, the Festival has expanded to include over 30 teams, numerous arts & crafts and 

food vendors, day-long Asian cultural performances, and 5,000 attendees.  In 2004, TDBA inaugurated a 

second, two-day event, the Gulf Coast International Dragon Boat Regatta at Clear Lake Park, and now in 

Sugar Land, TX, held each October.  This past October’s event saw 45 teams and over 3,000 spectators 

come out to participate on one day. Today The Texas Dragon Boat Association hosts 2 other major events 

each year:  The Houston Dragon Boat Festival at Allen’s Landing in downtown Houston on Buffalo Bayou 

each May and the Gulf Coast International Dragon Boat Regatta on Brooks Lake at Fluor’s corporate 

campus in Sugar Land each October. 

 

The Texas Dragon Boat Association is a 501(c)(3) whose mission is to promote the tradition of dragon 

boating, increase awareness of Asian and Asian-American culture, and enhance cross-cultural 

understanding.  Funds raised from the Dragon Boat events will be used to build boathouses – one on 

Buffalo Bayou just east of downtown Houston, one in Fort Bend County, TX and our newest one in 

Edgewater, Webster – and to support establishment of a year-round corporate/community teambuilding 

program, youth education program, and breast cancer survivor program.
